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More Space for a Successful Tenth Year

Multi-purpose Cuxport Terminal Launches into Anniversary Year 2007 with Bigger Facilities
Right on time for the kick-off into its tenth year in operation, Cuxport will have an additional 33,000 m2 of new space available for their automotive handling. Moreover an extra exit lane for empty trucks keeps traffic moving briskly at the gate.

This project, with costs of total EUR 1.2 million, has increased the storage capacity for automobiles from the previous 4,000 to more than 5,700 vehicles. 230.000 cars were shipped from this terminal, having increased the storage space, Cuxport will now be able to handle up to 500.000 cars per year. Thus, Cuxport offers its automotive customers greater distribution options for the handling of new vehicles. Additionally, the expansion will also accommodate the increase in container handling at the estuary of the Elbe River.

Cuxport provides RoRo, LoLo and extensive logistic services for high-quality goods of all kinds. Thanks to its ideal geographical location between Western, Central and Eastern Europe, many shipping lines have added the multi-purpose terminal, which has been in operation since 1997, to their scheduled services. The young Cuxport team is also becoming increasingly popular among shippers

Heinrich Ahlers, Managing Director of the Cuxport GmbH, commented on these developments: “It was absolutely essential to expand our port facilities. In doing so, we have reinforced our role as a hub in a key position, able to serve important European markets. This, however, is only a first step. We are developing berth 4 and plans are ready for No. 5 and 6.

10 Years Young: Cuxport

Cuxport has lots of reasons to celebrate its 10-year anniversary: The young terminal has already made a name for itself nationally and internationally. With good  growth rates in cargo handling, it has set the course for economic development in this region. Cuxport has set its sights on growth in 2007 as well. “But there will be some time left for celebrating the tenth anniversary together with our customers, partners and employees” Heinrich Ahlers said.
About Cuxport
The Cuxport deep-water port in Cuxhaven is ideally located for international transport routes: directly on the much frequented Elbe Estuary, close to the Kiel Canal and not far from the Weser Estuary. The links to the interior via the A27 highway are also excellent, as are the rail connection to the Maschen marshalling yard and the link to the European inland waterway network. With four berths, water depths of up to 15.8 metres and 245,000 square metres of paved surface, as well as a network of RoRo services for rolling goods and vehicles, the Cuxport multipurpose terminal has the optimum conditions at its disposal for handling numerous types of goods. Added to this are LoLo services for containers, forestry products and project cargoes, plus warehousing and logistic solutions.

Over 220,000 new vehicles produced by a number of well-known manufacturers are shipped to England and Scandinavia each year, with this number on the increase. The Cuxport Terminal is called at on a daily basis by scheduled RoRo services provided by DFDS Tor Line, “K” Line (KESS) and Mann Lines, as well as for containers from Samskip HF. The route network reaches from Great Britain, Russia, Scandinavia and the Baltic States and all the way to Iceland. Cuxport is involved internationally as a member of the Eurocoast Network Association (ENA), an EU “Motorways of the Sea” project aimed at promoting short-sea traffic between Cuxhaven and El Ferrol/Galicia/Spain.
